year for Dogwood Alliance.

Our market strategy to transform the paper industry and protect these Southern
forests is working! Awareness is growing about the amazing ecological values of
Southern, from the heights of the Appalachians, and the amazing hardwoods of
the Cumberland Plateau to the bottomland hardwood forests and the renewing
longleaf pine plantations of the Mid-Atlantic Coastal region. And people are more
aware than ever that paper doesn't only come from trees, it comes from forests and
they understand the connection between business as usual industrial forestry driven
by paper production and consumption and the destruction of Southern Forests.
They understand that these forests provide essential services that are lost when a
large area is clearcut and when natural forests are converted to pine plantations.
They understand that we
have to end large scale
clearcutting and protect
intact endangered forests
and the communities
they support. They agree
that more post-consumer
recycled content is better
and  that
forestry is critical.

The Roundtable on
Pulp and Paper in the Southern United States held a few weeks ago in New York
City. It has been a busy and productive year. And I will not leave out how strong
and effective our campaigns have been in bringing the largest corporate buyers
of paper to the table to work on changing their buying practices. Now the large
paper producers operating in the South are beginning to get it — in a huge sign of
progress some are even working with us to try to improve forest management on
the ground.

I'm going to immodestly state that Dogwood Alliance’s strategy of market
campaigns and skillful negotiations has been a driving force in this leap of both
awareness and action in the paper industry and in normal times I would be looking
toward 2009 as another banner year for Southern forests. But, as we all know,
these are not normal times. The more optimistic economic experts are predicting
a deep recession in 2009 and beyond and we don’t even need to talk about the
more dire predictions.
